How do | shop and pre-purchase?: Be-
tween Sun.

The sales associate will ring up
your merchandise and tell you what it will
be the day of the sale so you will get the
highly discount sale price. You will then
pay, but you have to leave your mer-
chandise at the store until Sat. May 3" at
which time you can pick it up during or
after the private sale.
